Environmental Compliance and Fit For Purpose Declarations
Objective:

The goal of this is Policy is to ensure all stock items resold or used in manufacture by the GAH Group of Companies comply with current European legislation requirements and have appropriate product liability insurance indemnity. By following these guidelines, the GAH Group of companies will demonstrate that the products selected for resale or use in production are fit for purpose and will thus minimise any liability claims due to product failure or under performance.  

Definitions:
a.) GAH Group of Companies

b.) GAH quality management system – BS EN ISO 9001:2008
c.) Stock Item – individual Stock Keeping unit (SKU).

d.) Product Specification – Manufacturers data on performance of SKU

e.) Fit For Purpose – Performance of SKU to acceptable recognised standards

f.) Major SKU Suppliers – GAH purchasing more than £50,000 per annum

g.) Standard SKU Suppliers – GAH purchasing between £3,000 and £50,000 per annum
h.) Minor SKU Suppliers - GAH purchasing less than £3,000 per annum

i.) FIA - First Article Inspection

j.) OEM – Original equipment manufacturer

Supplier Fit For Purpose (FFP) Criteria

1.1 The supplier should work to a recognised quality standard in its documentation, production, despatch & training procedures.  This should be recognised or affiliated to BS EN ISO 9001:2008 quality management system.

1.2 The product should comply with all relevant European design and performance standards.

1.3 The supplier should up-date GAH with a copy of their quality registration certificate annually, sending it to the Quality Manager.

1.4 For all SKU types selected, the supplier should provide GAH engineers and Quality manager with paper, or electronic (pdf), data sheets, detailing the specifications.  This should contain electrical and mechanical performance and dimensional details, together with assembly, calibration or setting up instructions, where applicable. It should also detail any 3rd party testing, performance and compliance registration (UL, CSA, TUV, CE, BEAB etc.)

1.5 The supplier should demonstrate relevant and current applications of the product to GAH, detailing working environmental conditions.

1.6 SKU samples for First Article Inspection (FAI) should be delivered free of charge for GAH verification of acceptance to their application and performance criteria.  Once GAH confirmed acceptance of the item(s), GAH will order the product by an individual SKU, detailing our GAH part number and referencing the supplier part number.

1.7 No SKU, with a changed specification, can be supplied to GAH without written authorisation by the GAH Quality manager.

1.8 For major or standard SKU’s, any changes to the specifications should be forwarded to the GAH quality Manager.  This includes any materials, dimensions, electrical and mechanical specification. This will then be set for approval by GAH.  Where needed, free samples to the changed specification should be delivered for type and application re-testing. Any costs associated with this re-testing can be passed to the supplier.

1.9 The minimum notice of specification change for major or standard SKU ‘s should be 4 times that of normal lead times. 
e.g. if supplier is running at 4 week lead time, the minimum notice period should be 16 weeks.

1.10 Where the supplier intends to move the main production facility of the product, GAH should be notified in writing, as per 1.7.  Details of how the product can be distinguished between production facilities must be detailed for GAH to be able to track and identify the product.  This will normally be achieved via a batch number or product marking.

1.11 Where the supplier fails to follow this policy, any liabilities, for non compliance to European standards or the product deemed not to be fit for purpose, will be passed directly to the supplier. Your product liability indemnity should be no less than £5,000,000
